1. Transcript  
A transcript or other official copy of school grades for the full year 
of the grade most recently completed; it must be signed or 
otherwise certified by a school official. May be emailed directly to 
mrk20901@gmail.com by the school OR attached by applicant.

2. Letters of Recommendation  
Two letters of recommendation must be provided. At least one must 
be from a teacher, guidance counselor, or school official; a second 
letter of recommendation may be from another teacher or other 
school official, or from an adult VASA member, neighbor, clergy, 
physician, scout leader, etc., who is well acquainted with, but not 
related to, the applicant. The letters may be sent by email directly to 
Marit Knollmueller or scanned and sent with your application but 
must be received by March 16th for full consideration.

3. The author of each letter of recommendation should address the 
applicant’s scholastic abilities, motivation for studying the 
language, character, and any other factors deemed relevant; the 
author of each letter of recommendation will describe how they 
knows the applicant, how well, and for how long they have known 
the applicant, and will also state that they are not related to the 
applicant. 

4. Proof of Health and Accident Insurance 

5. Verification of Vasa Lodge Membership
